 INDIGENOUS DELEGATION UPDATE 
 
April 1st marked the conclusion of the 
Indigenous delegation to the Holy See, 
culminating with an historic apology from 
Pope Francis for the Catholic Church’s role in 
Canada’s residential school system. 

The Holy Father expressed “sorrow and 
shame” for the abuse and lack of respect for 
Indigenous identities, culture and spiritual 
values in the residential school system. He 
said, “I ask for God’s forgiveness and I want 
to say to you with all my heart: I am very 
sorry. And I join my brothers, the Canadian 
bishops, in asking your pardon.” Find more 
information on the Vatican  website or 
through the Canadian Conference of 
Bishops.
