In today’s Gospel, we see a special moment where the Trinity is 
revealed. We see the Father speaking from heaven, the Son being 
baptized, and the Holy Spirit descending.  
 

God is a community of love. The Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit 
are united and share in the work of salvation. Jesus’ baptism marks 
the beginning of his mission to bring God’s love to the world. The Holy 
Spirit empowers him, and the Father’s voice affirms him.  
 

We are reminded that our own baptism also connects us to this loving 
relationship. We are invited to share in the life of the Trinity and to 
spread God’s love to others. Just as the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit 
are united in love and mission, we are called to live in love and to 
serve others in our daily lives.  
 

Reflection questions:  
 

• Why did Jesus, though sinless, choose to be baptized?  
• How can I see my own baptism as a call to mission?  
• What can I learn from Jesus’ humility in being baptized by John?
