Just as He 
changed water into wine, He can change our hearts and make us 
new.  We are encouraged to reflect on this miracle by thinking about 
areas in our lives that need change. We ask Jesus to help us grow 
and improve. By trusting in His power, we can experience positive 
changes and become better followers of Christ.  
 

In Mary, we witness the power of faith and intercession. Mary notices 
that the wine has run out and asks Jesus for help. Following her 
example, we turn to Jesus in time of need, as He will take care of us.
