House for one month before moving 
into Sancta Maria House – both 
ShareLife-funded agencies. “I did 
not believe the staff when they told 
me that they cared and wanted to 
help,” Kayden recalls. But over time, 
she began to trust them. Kayden 
moved into Sancta Maria House’s 
transitional housing one week before 
the first Covid lockdown.

As our nation works towards 
reconciliation with the Indigenous 
Peoples in Canada, we would like to 
share indigenous catholic content with 
you.  

Saint Kateri Tekakwitha 

Known as the “Lily of 
the Mohawks”, Kateri 
Tekakwitha, became 
the first native North 
American to be raised 
to the glory of the 
altars. She was born in 
1656 in Osserneno, 
New York, to a Catholic Algonquin Mom 
and a Mohawk Chief.  When she was 
four years old, her parents and brother 
died of smallpox.  Kateri was also 
affected by the disease, which left her 
almost blind and badly scarred her face.

It is believed that since Kateri’s death 
many miracles have been performed 
through her intercession, with the sick 
being cured and many prayers 
being answered.  Kateri was declared 
Venerable by Pope Pius XII on Jan. 3, 
1943, and beatified by Pope John Paul II 
in 1980.  

On Dec. 19, 2011, Pope Benedict XVI 
signed a decree officially acknowledging 
another miracle attributed to her 
intervention. Saint Kateri Tekakwitha 
was canonized by Pope Benedict XVI on 
Oct. 21, 2012, in Rome.
