system will begin on Monday, June 15, with completion expected by the end of August.

Four months ago, we reflected on the idea that “mission needs a home — and we are the stewards
of both.” Next week, that stewardship becomes visible as construction begins on a project that will serve our
parish for many years to come.

Our existing heating and cooling system has served us faithfully for nearly thirty years and has reached the end
of its useful life. The new system will help ensure that Our Lady of Sorrows remains a welcoming, comfortable,
and accessible place of worship, prayer, formation, and community.

Thanks to your generosity, we have already raised approximately 74% of the funds needed for
this $1,120,000 project. We are deeply grateful for the remarkable support we have received through the
monthly maintenance collection, special gifts, online donations, and prayerful encouragement. This strong
response reflects the love parishioners have for their parish home and confidence in its future.

During construction, there will be no air conditioning in the church. Temporary fans will be available to help
keep the church as comfortable as possible. Most of the work will take place in the parish hall, so disruption in
the church should be minimal. Please note that the parish hall and downstairs washrooms will be closed during
construction. Portable washrooms will be available in the piazza on the Cliveden Avenue side of the church.

Thank you for your patience, understanding, and continued support as we care for our parish home and
prepare it to serve future generations.
