As life around us begins to open, it 
presents new tests for some of the 
people ShareLife charities support. 
For people with mental health 
challenges, this change can be 
terrifying and destabilizing. 

Alex, 34, struggles with anxiety, 
which has limited his career and his 
enjoyment of life. To deal with his 
paralyzing bouts of fear, he bravely 
attended a counselling clinic at 
Catholic Family Services of Simcoe 
County (CFSSC). Alex booked 
follow-up sessions, but CFSSC was 
about to close its doors to in-person 
services, due to the pandemic. Alex’s 
counsellor tried to call, but weeks 
went by without word from him. 
 
Alex had contracted a severe case of 
Covid-19. His anxiety had worsened 
due to the pandemic and his 
diagnosis. With his counsellor’s 
consistent support, Alex has 
overcome several hurdles in his 
mental health journey. Alex no 
longer feels alone in his struggle and 
is learning new tools and techniques 
to manage his anxiety.
