Pentecost 

Pentecost marks a beautiful moment where the Holy Spirit descended 
from heaven onto the disciples as tongues of fire. The disciples, who 
were hiding from fear of persecution, were filled with wisdom and 
courage to preach the Good News. Pentecost marks the beginning of 
the Church and is a reminder that God is with us through the Holy 
Spirit.  
 

When the disciples, empowered with the Holy Spirit, spoke to the 
crowd, people were amazed to hear their own native language. This 
miracle shows that Jesus’ message is for everyone, no matter their 
background. The Holy Spirit does not take away our individuality but 
unites us together. Let us be open to the Spirit’s work in our lives and 
use our unique gifts to live our Christian mission.
