Activating the Spirit within Us  
  

As Catholics, we celebrate the feast of Pentecost as the birthday of 
the Church. On this day, we commemorate the descent of the Holy 
Spirit upon the apostles, empowering them to proclaim the Gospel to 
the ends of the earth. It was through the power of the Holy Spirit that 
the apostles were able to speak in different tongues and be 
understood by people from diverse communities.  
 

Pentecost is more than just a historical occurrence that took place 
two millennia ago. While we receive the Holy Spirit in a special way 
during the sacrament of Confirmation, this is not a one-time event. 
The Holy Spirit is with us every day. He is present in every 
Sacrament that we receive. And the Holy Spirit does not simply dwell 
within us passively. The Spirit is active in our lives, inspiring and 
guiding us in every moment.   
  

One of the gifts that the Holy Spirit bestows upon the Church is the 
ability to communicate the Gospel to diverse communities. As we 
encounter people who are different from us, whether in language, 
culture, or background, the Holy Spirit gives us the words and the 
wisdom to share the Good News with them.

• Do I recognize the active presence of the Holy Spirit in my life?  
• How can I be more attentive to the promptings of the Holy Spirit?  
• What can I do to be an agent of God’s love in the world through 

the power of the Holy Spirit?
