LIVING OUR FAITH  

The readings this Sunday ask us to 
reflect on how far we are willing to go 
in practicing our faith and to 
consider what the next life will be 
like. 
 

In the first reading, a mother and her 
seven sons endure torture and death 
rather than violate the law. In the 
second reading, Paul prays for the 
endurance of Christ. In the Gospel, 
Jesus teaches in the temple and the 
Sadducees try to discredit him. They 
do not believe in life after death 
because they can’t find it literally 
taught in the scriptures. Jesus takes 
the opportunity to clarify the 
spiritual nature of life after death.  
 

Reflection Questions:  
 

* Am I only faithful when it’s easy?  
* Do I really believe in heaven? 
*Do I live my life in light and 
endeavour to stay on the right path? 
 

Jesus reassures us that death itself 
will not have the final word. We are 
encouraged to have endurance in our 
spiritual lives, believe in the 
resurrection of the dead and strive to 
live our faith every day in the 
promise of heaven.
